Freight Europe (UK) Ltd has started a new train operation on the 17" November on behalf of
DFDS Tor Line. FE(UK) is moving steel coils from DFDS terminal in Immingham to their final customers
in the West Midlands.

First train operations

The first 3 trains have already been delivered to FE(UK) warehouse in Birmingham — Heartlands Park.
The coils are unloaded from the train, stored and eventually delivered by road as a complete integrated
logistics. Train operations are subcontracted to Colas Rail with twenty FE(UK) rail wagons dedicated to
this traffic.

The business has been operated flawlessly and is a successful start of a partnership between FE(UK)
and DFDS.
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Warehousing Operations in Heartlands Park

As part of their diversification strategy into the Domestic Market and in view of operating train loads,
FE(UK) is investing in a 4,653sgm railconnected warehouse in Birmingham — Heartlands Park — which
has 2 x full length rail tracks of 269m long each, equipped with 2 x 30T overhead cranes and is
temperature controlled.

The facility has already been offered to manage DFDS steel coils and is fully equipped for the RH&D of
steel products.

Heartlands Park is open to both domestic and international business and can also handle FMCG
products.
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
